The ex-

tended time frame was nec-

essary to safely install a 

suspended scaffold system 

from the ceiling joists (with 

suspension points penetrat-

ing the prefabricated panel 

ceiling).  Crossway worked 

with ThysenKrupp Safway 

to design the innovative 

solution to access the 22ô 

high ceiling. 

       The floor of the Main 

Production room was so 

choked with equipment that 

not enough hard points 

could be established for 

conventional scaffolding.  

After inviting numerous 

scaffolding sub-contractors 

to divine a solution, Cross-

wayôs own research led to a 

scaffold system typically 

used for bridges.  The design 

team at ThysenKrupp Saf-

way took the idea and calcu-

lated weights, roof joist 

loading, and capacity for the 

system Crossway envi-

sioned, and a few months 

later, saw it brought to life. 

     The plant orchestrated 

their schedule to allow two 

weekends to erect scaffold-

ing over one half of the area, 

and one weekend to apply 

coatings in those areas.  Two 

additional weekends to slide 

the scaffolding to the other 

half of the room (without 

touching the floor), another 

application weekend, and 

one final clean-up and dis-

mantling finished up the 

project.
